FIRST CLASS has two divisions, a large group sessihich meet
on Monday'’s at 10 a.m. in the Ransdell chapel,FEirst-Year Seminars, small groups meeting a
various times throughout each week. Each First-Y&aminar consists of an instructor and &
student mentor that aid in the students processmosition. Jon Hansford, First-Year Experience
director, said the basics of FIRST CLASS can be rsathinto three words: an intentional,
engaged, community.

This semester’s First-Year seminars have also ceamnges. The first-year seminars are designe
to enhance students’ academic, social and spiritdabration into the CU community. The
classes have been newly structured and providddseiteral engaging activities and formattec
criteria. Another program introduced to FIRST CLA$Ids year is the “Repair Affair.”
Campbellsville University and Kentucky Heartlandt@ach (KHO) have partnered together to
develop this program which gives first-year studdminds-on experience in student leadershi
while also contributing to meet the needs of thewmnity.

Each First-Year Seminar class received differetésiao do their projects. The projects have
varied from building decks and wheelchair rampsdofing and painting. Hansford said the
program is extremely student centered and desigmesgt up an environment where freshmer
are given the opportunity to meet a real human need

THINGS HE HAS DONE

Dr. Ted Taylor of Campbellsville University becamf
the interim pastor of Columbia Baptist Church, Qohia, KY
in the fall of 2008. Within a short time, the coegation
realized that Dr. Taylor was much more than anagyer
supply preacher and his high energy levels far eded the
pulpit supply committee’s expectations.

One of Dr. Taylor's main themes from the pulpit hg
been the necessity of the members of the body aéCb
become “servant leaders” and he is an excellenhpleaof
this himself. He often preaches on the need fassipn for
Jesus in all believers and he is passionate beleneself.

Dr. Taylor's speaking style is “colorful” and
speaks to the whole congregation. He teaches, &xhand
admonishes within each sermon, so his style mightdiled “eclectic.” He has brought in choirs apéakers from other
churches and other cities to expose the congregadidifferent styles of worship and we have had jeint services with
other churches in the area.

He has invited and recognized sports teams frontlddyg Wilson College and Adair County High School to
encourage outreach and growth of college and yprggrams. His college outreach has also includedlspg at a regular
evening convocation at Lindsey Wilson as well d@moitucing our youth to the “First Class” at CU. Guauth program has
grown dramatically. We regularly have 30 or morteg®e students in out services.

Even though he is Transitional Pastor and lives wotks most of the week in Campbellsville, Dr. Tayhas
easily surpassed previous “full-time” pastors iaystg on touch with members of the congregation whed prayer and
counseling support. Congregants often report tedtds been one of the first to call or visit indgBof distress. He has set a
very high standard in this area for any pastoredatbd follow him.

Early in his tenure as Interim Pastor, the pulppy team asked him to develop a stewardship esigphBr.
Taylor enrolled a small stewardship team and broughwith the team’s approval, a young consultanhelp with that
effort. The resulting 8-week stewardship prograns \wailed as the most effective in the church’sonists well as the
most on- target by focusing on talents as much riiae monetary giving. Attendance remained higbluising at special
training session, and giving has been up by $5@00vonth in six months following the campaign. Darihe stewardship
review, the church also examined or developed awrittaff job descriptions and financial practidest have benefited the
church. In conjunction with that was an early gsat by Dr. Taylor was to further develop the erigtchurch staff.
Regular staff meetings, encouragement, directiahsaipport have led to increased general staff sigbm.

Also, through Dr. Taylor's involvement with MaplTail Ministry Consultants, a team reworked our
Constitution and Bylaws — not just to update orectr them, but to introduce a new way of thinkitgat ministry teams
and to open the church to more flexible organizatio

Dr. Taylor continues to challenge the deacon baayeradership development, as well as everyone én th
congregation. He continuously raises the bar wapect to anything necessary to either bring nmi@hrist or to further
develop us as Christians. This includes anythinghfenthusiastically welcoming visitors to changihg appearance of the
church to deacon presence at baptisms. His enadygdr@ave have greatly contributed to the additiéd® new members in
the last seven weeks, including several by baptism.

As Dr. Taylor’s first year ends, he continues haltenge every aspect of congregational life au@ilia Baptist
