SAMPLE INSTRUCTIONAL OBJECTIVES

Note: The following sample objectives would be appropriate for daily lesson plans. 

Key:  Performance verbs highlighted, criterion are underlined and conditions are in italics.

Music:

· Given authentic African instruments, Students will identify and perform sub-Saharan rhythms with 100% accuracy.

· In this fifty-minute lesson, students will be able to recognize and name at least 3 of the standard musical instruments used in a concert band by listening to the timbre of the instruments.
· Students will construct an instrument imitating the timbre of an African instrument that demonstrates at least 80% of the characteristics on the provided rubric.
Reading:
· Given a passage containing words with consonant blends, students will tell what is and what is not a consonant blend with at least 80% accuracy.
· Students will read three short passages orally, using phonetic principles of cvc (consonant, vowel, consonant) word recognition, at 95% accuracy level.

· Students will be able to identify all five literary elements in A Year Down Yonder, by Richard Peck, by completing the literary element grid provided.

Art:

· Students will create a Native American mask to meet the criterion of a grading rubric concerning elements of art, principles of design, and cultural connections, attaining at least a level of two on each element on a scale of one to four.

· Students will create a color chart showing how to mix colors to a level of a least 90 percent accuracy.

PE:

· Students will be able to demonstrate the following locomotor jumping skills while jumping rope:  Using both feet, 20 consecutive repetitions.  Jumping on one foot at a time, 15 consecutive repetitions.  Jumping while alternation feet, 10 consecutive repetitions.
· Students will perform various water fitness activities that will meet their target heart rate zone.
Life Science:

· Students will be able to draw a picture that illustrates the needs of animals scoring at least a 3 on a 5-point rubric.

· Students will describe in journal entries the role of producers, consumers, and decomposers in their environment, scoring at least a 3 on a 5-point rubric.

· Students will diagram the process of photosynthesis, scoring at least a 3 on a 5-point rubric.

Mathematics

· Students will be able to add and subtract three digit numbers without the use of a calculator to correctly solve 8 out of 10 problems.

· Students will be able to analyze a list of ten numbers to identify the mean, median, and mode.  Students must show the calculations used in solving the problem.

Social Studies:

· Students will demonstrate their knowledge of the hazards faced by pioneers by working in teams of two to develop and present a powerpoint presentation, scoring at the level of proficient or above on a rubric provided.

· Students will describe the executive, legislative, and judicial powers of government by writing a one page essay scoring at least a C or above on a rubric provided.
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
