Some Helpful Hints for Praxis Test Takers

REGISTRATION:

1. When you register, be sure to request Campbellsville University as your                  primary test center.  The number is 03068.

2. Be certain to list Campbellsville University as a score report recipient.  Use the number 1097.  If you do not request your scores be sent to us (or anywhere else for that matter), you will be the only one to receive your scores.
3. Before you register, check with your Education advisor to be certain you register for the correct test you need to take.
TEST DAY:
1. Bring your admission ticket and your picture ID.

2. Know the name of the test and the test number you are expecting to take.  It will be on your admission ticket.
3. ETS schedules your arrival on campus at 7:30 a.m. so that you can get to your assigned rooms.  Please locate your assigned room and be there at 8:00 a.m. which is the time the associate supervisor will begin preparation for the exam.  Proctors will be posted at the doors to assist you.

4. Feel free to go to the bathroom or get a drink of water before the 8:00 a.m. begin time.  Bathrooms are located on the floor of your testing room except for AD15.  Bathrooms are located on the bottom and top floor of the administration building that can be utilized if you are scheduled to take and exam in AD15.

5. From 8:00 to 8:30, ID cards will be checked, seats assigned, and you will complete the biographical information on your answer sheet.  The associate supervisor in the room will assign you to a specific seat for each test session.

6. The exam itself is scheduled to begin at 8:30 a.m.  Occasionally this may be extended by a few minutes if there are standby registrants in your room. 

7. If you have any questions, please ask your associate supervisor in your testing rooms.  If there is further information that you need, your associate supervisor can direct you to Rita Creason who is the supervisor for the Praxis exams.
