Junior Serenade - 6-12 minutes

Junior Recital - 25-30 minutes

Senior Recital - 30 minutes minimum

Master’s Recital - 40-60 minutes

Semester Before
· Check scheduled Junior Serenade date or
· Find a partner for Junior or Senior Recital.

· Check with applied instructor’s availability of possible recital dates

· Check in Music Office for possible performance dates (get 2 or 3)

· Check availability of accompanist

· Confirm recital date with accompanist and instructor

· Complete Recital Request Form and obtain all required signatures

· Submit completed & signed Recital Request Form to SOM Secretary
· Set a tentative hearing date at least 3 weeks prior to recital date
· Check proficiency exam status.

Two Months Before
· Confirm partner & date.

· Confirm hearing date. Recruit a jury.

· Serenade: Minimum of 3 faculty, including applied instructor.

· Junior/Senior Recital: Minimum of 4 faculty, 2 being full-time; includes applied instructor
· Verify that accompanist has all music to be performed

· Recheck proficiency exam status.

One Month Before
· Hold hearing.

· Pay Recital Fee to accompanist (due on day of hearing)

· Junior Serenade: $15 min.

· Junior/Senior Recital: $50 min.

· Graduate Recital: $75 min.

· Student and instructor discuss program notes.

Two Weeks Before
· Schedule dress rehearsal with accompanist in Recital Hall
· Submit program notes to instructor for approval.
One Week Before
· Give final (instructor approved) program notes to SOM Secretary.
· Select recital program paper color.
Two Days Before

· Check with SOM Secretary on status of printed programs

· Confirm house usher

· Confirm stage manager (if required)

· Confirm recording engineer
