COGNITIVE TASKS
Numbers and Counting

As the child to count aloud to 10 (rote counting).  Present ten objects (all the same) and ask the child to count them (one-to-one correspondence).

Conservation
Line up objects in two rows of five, evenly spaced.  “Are they the same?”  Now spread one row out.  “Now are they the same?”

Classifying

Provide an assortment of toys with duplicates:  two crayons the same color, two blocks the same color but different shapes, two blocks the same color but different sizes, a related pair such as a hammer and a nail.  “Put together the things that are a family.  Which ones belong together?”

Seriation

Cut paper towel rolls into lengths 2, 4, 6, and 8 inches long.  Ask the child to stand them up and put them in a row.  “Will you place these in a row by size?”

Visual Spatial

Trace three blocks of different sizes on a piece of paper.  Point to one of the blocks.  Ask the child, “Just by looking, which block on the paper is the same as this one?”

Problem Solving

Show the child a ball of clay.  “Two people want to play with it.  What can they do?”  “Now someone else comes and wants some.  What can they do?”

Record child’s actions, comments, and/or responses to each task.
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
