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All candidates are required to prepare a CAP 3 portfolio.  A holistic score of 2 or 3 is required for admission to student teaching. Entries/Artifacts come mainly from courses and field experiences.  The CAP 3 portfolio demonstrates the ability to meet all ten IECE Kentucky Teacher Standards.  It is to include some children’s work samples gathered during field experiences. (Note:  protect children’s and family’s right to privacy by removing all names.)
The portfolio is to be organized using tab dividers for the IECE Kentucky Teacher Standards (KTS).
