Listed below are a few examples of Degrees of Mastery that could be adapted for use in your lesson plan development: 

will sort all the toys or materials into groups of the same color without assistance 
identifies objects or answers questions using at least eight different terms that describe color
prints any three upper- or lowercase letters without model
manipulates at least three different objects/toys/materials with both hands
in a two-step sequence.
without errors; correctly
successfully
will be able to walk the entire length of the balance beam (from one end to the other) steadily, without falling off, and within a six second time span
uses 2- or 3-word phrases at least 2 times during 3 consecutive daily activities

for 5 minutes on at least 3 days during a 2-week period
uses at least 5 words to describe the picture

Consider the following categories of “Degree of Mastery” in learning objectives when writing lesson plans.
· How well or correctly  a behavior is performed (accuracy- washes hands without reminders)
· How often a behavior occurs (frequency - points to the first/then board three times during transition)
· How long a behavior lasts (duration- attended to story for 5 minutes)
· How long it takes for a behavior to begin (latency- responds to verbal directions within 10 seconds after request)
· How many times a behavior can be repeated (endurance- pulls wagon across the entire playground)
· How much force the child uses to perform the behavior (intensity- hugs peers gently)
