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K – W – H – L Technique

The K – W – L – H teaching technique is a good method to help children activate prior knowledge and document what they learned.  It is the first step in preparing a unit or starting a project.  It was developed by Donna Ogle (1986). 


K – Stands for helping children recall what they KNOW about the topic/subject.


W – Stands for helping children determine what they WANT to learn about the topic/subject.


H – Stands for HOW we can learn more about the topic/subject. [What methods, resources, activities…]

       L – Stands for helping children identify what they LEARN about the topic/subject as the unit or project progresses.
