3 oz.   He is seen by pediatrician, Dr. Z, for his checkups.  His immunizations are current and there are no concerns with vision.  CHILD had PE tubes placed in both ears in December, 2009 and passed a hearing screening in Feb. 2010.
CHILD lives in a rural area with his parents and older siblings.  He stays home with Mom during the work week and plays well with his sisters.  

Family Concerns:

Family expressed concerns about CHILD not walking.  He began crawling at age ten months and continues to use an army crawl some of the time.  When placed in a stand position at a sofa CHILD will move one or two steps to his right while trying to get toys.  He falls to his bottom but does not place his hands toward the floor to keep from hitting hard.
Family Priorities:

Family would like for CHILD to begin cruising along furniture and hold his hands down when he falls so he won’t hurt himself.  
Family Resources and Supports:
Maternal grandparents live fairly close and often watch CHILD when Mom has to run errands.  The family enjoys going to soccer games on the weekends and spends time with other family members several times during the month.  Paternal grandfather, who is confined to a wheel chair, lives with the family two weeks during each month.
