School Report Card : Between 58% and 64% of students at the school scored in the proficient/distinguished category in six of the seven areas on the KY Core Content test.  Writing was the one low performing area with only 23% scoring in the proficient/distinguished category.  On the NRT Readiness Assessment the school scored between 61% and 99% in the four areas tested however this was lower in every category than the district scores.  The school's attendance rates average 94.9%. 

Other Important Information:   Irvington Elementary is a Reading First and Early Reading First school.

Achievement Gap Information:  Significant differences at Irvington Elementary include:  Reading Scores (83 index = Free/Red lunch; 93 index = Non-Free/Red lunch); Math Scores (80 index = Free/Red lunch; 100.2 index = Non-Free/Red lunch; Males 91.6 index; Females 83 index)
