Lesson No. & Title        Motor Skills Play                    


	1. Analysis
· Explain how the planning, implementation, and assessment of the activity led to child(ren) and/or family progress toward the planned learning outcomes. 
Planning:  

Family expressed concerns about CHILD falling and injuring himself.  Results of initial interview, screening tool, and assessment indicated some concerns in the Gross Motor area.  Family agreed that CHILD enjoyed play with siblings and would move to different areas of a room if a favorite toy was offered.  Ball play was suggested and FAMILY stated CHILD loves to play ball.  FAMILY agreed for a play session to occur in their home on Thursday evening, 9/30/2010 from 5:00 to 6:00 p.m.

Implementation: 
This play session took place in the living room of CHILD.  Two older siblings and Mom were present.  Play area included small open space, low coffee table, one adult chair, and an adult sofa.  CHILD was encouraged by siblings throughout the session by offering him favorite toys and moving them about in the room.  Some play tasks were modeled by the FAMILY and some hand-over-hand physical prompts were used with CHILD.  Lots of praise and verbal prompts were modeled with FAMILY and suggestions were given to use ball play activities in different settings.

Assessment: 

Before the session the checklist and tally mark system was explained to FAMILY.  Initially each time CHILD placed his hands on the ball with or without help FAMILY was given verbal prompt to put a mark in the correct checklist.  Getting the “NO” tallys was somewhat hard initially, but using a structured verbal prompt and physical prompt it was decided by all involved how to count CHILD’s responses.   The anecdotal records are a summary based on the DI’s observation and notes from the play session.  
· Explain how you determined the levels of children’s performance on your learning targets/lesson objectives. (What was effective? What was not effective? What would you change?)  Discuss  child(ren) and/or family progress and provide appropriate assessment documentation. 
Objective #1:  CHILD placed one hand on the ball when given physical assistance 20% of the time.  CHILD placed both hands on the ball 50%         of the time when both hands were placed on the ball using hand-over-hand assistance.  CHILD spontaneously placed both hands on the ball one time      at the end of the play session.   

Objective #2:  During the one hour play session CHILD moved using crawl 

to stand, stand to side-stepping, and stand to sit more than three times for each movement change.  Assistance was given to help child make smooth transitions from one area of the room to another.  Favorite toys and FAMILY members were included in play to encourage child to explore and interact with his environment.

	2. Reflection
a) What does this analysis tell you about teaching and learning in the setting?  

Mother was fearful of the child fallings.  By being there with the DI, the mother could use the model provided by the DI as an example to follow. Using this strategy in the home allowed the child to attempt and practice in a familiar setting
b) What does this analysis tell you about the success of the instructional strategies used?

This helped the family see how “hand-over-hand” works and allowed adjustments to be made when CHILD was resistive to this strategy.  CHILD did better with this type of physical prompt when the FAMILY member tried it the second time.] 

c) How did the assessment methods selected provide information to assess teaching and learning?

Since the assessment tools used were prepared prior to the lesson and were user-friendly, it was easy to capture accurate information during the lesson implementation. Involving FAMILY members to keep the tally marks during the play activities was a way to help them see how this skill was broken down into small parts before the skill was mastered.  

d) What patterns and trends can inform next steps? Explain next steps or specific strategies for children who exceeded learning target or did not achieve learning target. 
This lesson helped FAMILY see ways to encourage CHILD to move without having to be carried all the time.  They observed him gaining confidence as play progressed from physical assistance to no assistance.  FAMILY also understood how different ways of moving not only encourages CHILD but helps to build strength and balance coordination for independent walking.  FAMILY was encouraged to look for opportunities for CHILD to practice these skills in the home and also when appropriate in other community settings. 

e) What resources and/or personnel might assist you?

FAMILY plans to discuss these activities with CHILD’s pediatrician at their next regular checkup.  They want to be sure that there are no long-term muscle concerns that have caused CHILD to not be walking. 

f) How will you involve families to address child outcomes?

The importance of safety was discussed several times with FAMILY and ideas were shared to incorporate “practice” time into the daily routine as much as they are comfortable doing. 



	3. Reporting
Describe how you have reported or plan to communicate learning results to children, families, and colleagues.

CHILD was given immediate praise during the lesson.  FAMILY was involved with the lesson and understands how to continue with this activity on a daily basis to give CHILD practice time with this skill.  

Parts of this activity will be used during the next lesson to help FAMILY see the connection from one setting to another and also to see how the motor skills progress from one mode of movement to another.  
I will meet with the physical therapist to discuss additional strategies for intervention and develop a plan for next motor objectives.

Incident:  CHILD initially would not place either hand on the ball.  When activity was modeled by older siblings CHILD laughed and became interested in ball play.  During today’s play session CHILD showed some fear when transitioning from holding furniture to placing hands on the ball; however, as play progressed and by watching siblings do this activity CHILD soon showed excitement while participating.       
Comment: This activity will need to be used during one or two more sessions to help build CHILD’s confidence and increase interest in moving from stand to sit.  The next phase of this activity might include supported walking with assistance to put hands forward to floor when falling to carry-over skill from supported stand to walking without assistance.

Incident:  CHILD was prompted to move from one mode of travel to another by offering favorite toys.  Emphasis was placed on being safe during these transition movements and physical/verbal prompts were modeled with FAMILY to help them learn ways to work with CHILD during play.

Comment: This activity will need to be used during one or two more sessions to help build CHILD’s confidence and increase interest in moving to explore his environment.  Offering CHILD an unusual/novel object may be helpful if he is not interested in his favorite toys.  Continue using the FAMILY as models so that CHILD will imitate their movements.  
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
