Guidelines For IECE Students COMPLETING THE COLLABORATION TASK

The guidelines below should be used when you develop your collaborative plans.

1. Using the contextual characteristics and information described in Task A-1, and with input from a teacher (cooperating teacher if student teaching), developmental interventionist, or other professional, identify a collaborative opportunity where outcomes for one child/family would be enhanced. 

2. Schedule an orientation meeting and develop a timeline for your collaboration task.  Report on your progress in implementing your plan.

3. Complete the Task D – documenting your steps and collecting information on the assessment outcome of the plan. 

Note to all students: If the analysis of the assessment data reveals that the collaboration plan had little or no impact on the child/family outcomes, you have the opportunity to reflect on the plan and identify possible alternative approaches that could be used in the future.
