November 1 – December 15, 2010  
Impact: 
· The family participated in each home to school activity opportunity available.  Each month the family was sent an activity to complete at home with the student.  The student returned each of these projects in a timely manner. Digital photos of these projects are attached.  The project selected for November focused on fine motor skills and asked the family to create a disguise for a turkey outline.  The project for December consisted of a holiday themed file folder game which allowed the family to work with the student on counting skills. 
· The student was focusing on individual sounds in isolation especially the ‘F’ sound.  Some progress has been made toward this goal according to the attached Speech Language Pathologist progress report.  

· The Occupational Therapist / Special Needs Teacher indicated the student had made some progress towards becoming independent on following classroom routines, transitions and fine motor skills as is evident in the attached progress report.
Next Steps: 
· To continue to make progress toward mastering the goals identified in the IEP.  I will continue to send periodic home to school activities in order to encourage family participation in the student’s education as well as offer them opportunities to address IEP goals in the home setting.  .
