· Family meetings were conducted to gather information to complete Pages 1-5 of the Individual Family Service Plan (IFSP)
· Family concerns were discussed and information from screening/assessment tools was explained as they related to the five areas of development: motor, cognitive, communication, social, and self-help skills. 

· Family participated in completing Pages 6-9 of the IFSP which documented outcomes, strategies, and activities to meet family concerns.
· Lesson Plans were developed, implemented, and evaluated based on IECE Teacher Standards, Kentucky Early Childhood Standards, and Kentucky Teacher Internship Performance (KTIP) forms.
· Specific assessment tools were used to assist the family in understanding the skills and how the child was progressing toward the outcomes on the IFSP.
· Family was given feedback from each lesson along with ways to extend the learning activity and connect it to other daily routines.
· Community resources were identified and relevant information shared with the family.]

[FAMILY stated they had a better understanding of how “hand-over-hand” assistance helps a child when trying to learn a new skill.  They liked that the SIBLINGS were included in the project and that the project used simple play activities like playing with a ball and moving around the home.]
Impact:

· [FAMILY will continue a variety of play activities as often as CHILD shows an interest; 

· FAMILY better understands how to help CHILD gain parts of the skill as CHILD gains confidence during a variety of play activities; 

· SIBLINGS became aware of how they do things for CHILD and don’t always let him try things by himself.  
Next Steps:

· FAMILY plans to encourage CHILD more and not just do things for him;
· FAMILY will look for ways to let CHILD try new skill in other settings to increase confidence and encourage him to explore new skills.]
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
