	5. Technology Integration for Pre- and Summative Assessments
Digital photos are taken on the nature walk and shown on Smart Board. Pictures are then printed and can be used to form picture chart. Children’s progress is continuously monitored and entered on Creative Curriculum database.

	6. Role of Child Self-Assessment in this Unit

· Children see on the large KWHL Chart their pre-knowledge about weather and provide input regarding what they want to know.  At the end of the week, they complete the KWHL chart to discuss what they have learned over the week.

· Self-Assessment and review is embedded into each of the lessons in this unit.

· In the Culminating Activity, children watch themselves on videotape in the role of weather reporters. 

	7. Plan to monitor Child progress

The lessons in the unit are sequenced so children arrive at an understanding of the unit learning outcomes.  The objectives are assessed in each lesson and children provided additional feedback as needed to support concept development. Additionally, lesson learning objectives are aligned with the early childhood standards and The Creative Curriculum, which create an ongoing assessment system with progress entered into a database. Individual child IEP benchmarks/short-term objectives are embedded into classroom routines and lessons and monitored with an activity matrix.
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
