I. Art 101, Drawing 1,  3 Credit Hours

II. Course Description:

Introduction for beginning drawing with practice in drawing, perspective, shading, form and composition. Students will prepare a folio of their work for end-of-semester exhibit. Six hours studio class per week.

III. Text: None required.  Specific research will be assigned.

IV. Objectives:

A. To develop student competency in drawing.

B. To increase student’s own ability to use his/her creative abilities within context of class room assignments.

C. To develop ability to critique own and other art work.

D. To develop perceptual skills as well as eye-hand-brain co-ordination.

E. To develop the students grasp of aesthetics concepts, both historical and contemporary.

F. To introduce student’s to a variety of drawing media.

G. To teach students how to correctly present artwork.

V. Competencies:

A. Student will demonstrate ability with a variety of media.

B. Student will demonstrate ability to explore and visualize his/her & others ideas.

C. Student will verbalize critical comments to better understand his/her & others artwork.

D. Student will demonstrate by doing correct presentation of artwork

VII. Examinations

No written exam, however, daily work & outside of class work is an on-going test of your ability.

VIII. Teaching Techniques
A. Demonstrations of various media done for the class or individually as situations permits.

B. Students will draw from life objects, people, landscape, animals, flowers, and vegetation.

C. Some information will be presented on the blackboard, and some will be shown from drawings, slides, and/or books containing good illustrations.

D. Discussion will be done of the ideas, techniques, examples, and problems shown in the text.
E. Some drawings will be done in class, some out of the class and some drawings will be done on location during field trips.

F. All work will be gathered and turned in at mid-term; this work will receive a written critique.

G. Work will also be gathered in a portfolio at the end of the semester to be graded and receive a written critique.

H. Frequent class critiques will be held but particularly at mid-term and at the final portfolio review (both are mandatory) 

IX. Grading and Student Responsibilities: 
A. The grading scale consists of the following:

100-91 =A, superior or extraordinary work (ideas, concepts, projects
89-80=B, Good, beyond class requirements
79-7 =C, Average, meets minimum class requirements
69-60=D, Poor, did not meet minimum class requirements
59-below = F, Failure
B. Evaluation is based upon interest and attitude toward learning which is evidenced by student’s attendance, quality of work, quantity of work, growth and improvement, completion of assignments on time and active participation in classroom activities as well as the following:
10 points = Sketchbook

80 points = portfolio, will include two pieces correctly presented 

5 points = attendance and participation

5 points = improvement


C. Class attendance and promptness to class is critical to total development of all students will understanding of discussions, projects, etc…More than 6 absences will cause a student’s grade to be lowered 5 points. Attendance and participation; 5 points=no absences, no tardies; 4 points=2 tardies, 3 points=1 absence; 2 points=2 absences; 1 point=3 absences. The student is expected to do assigned work in and out of class carefully; take care of work and keep it neat until it is due. Projects on day to one week late will be lowered one letter grade, and any project more than one week late will be given the grade of zero unless there are unusual circumstances.


D. Students are expected to maintain a high standard of work at all times. They are to understand that learning is not necessarily entertaining. Self-discipline and concentration in their work is essential. Students should ask questions and ask for assistance whenever that is needed. Students should be aware that the instructor’s main concern is for the student’s artistic and intellectual development. Help will be given and your artistic interest and growth respect.
