Course description:



A survey of the history of art from the Renaissance through contemporary trends.  

Lectures supplemented by slides, films, teaching aids, and one planned field trip.

III.
Objectives:

A. To develop an understanding and basic knowledge of the art work of the Renaissance to the 20th century.  Student will demonstrate the ability to choose a significant piece and write completely about aesthetic features of the piece and write about the artistic features of the piece.  Goal: aesthetic appreciation; evidence: homework and critical analysis papers.

B. To familiarize students to importance of design in works of art.  Students will demonstrate oral and written communication by analyzing an art piece; Goal: oral and written communication.  Evidence: class work in which oral and written communication is used.
C. To further develop an understanding of the principles and elements of art and how they are used in architecture, sculpture, painting and other art forms. Student will demonstrate their understanding of elements and principles of art. Goal: critical thinking; evidence: comprehension shown on the exams and written assignments.

D. The student will gain an understanding of the individual in society by studying the cultural heritage that various diverse civilizations have contributed to the world.  The student will demonstrate comprehension of the cultural heritage of various civilizations and diverse artists; goal diversity and human behavior; evidence: comprehension on unit exams.
E. The student will gain understanding of specific art terms and vocabulary through class writing assignments about art.  The student will demonstrate competency of art vocabulary, goal: critical thinking; evidence: class writing assignments, critical analysis paper and comprehension shown on exams.

F. To teach students about style, how it is identified with an artist’s work, a culture, a period of time, ad how to identify style with these concerns. Goal: critical thinking; evidence: comprehension shown on exams.

Students will learn the vocabulary concerned with the works of art and be 


able to use it to analyze their reactions to these works.

Students will have a knowledge of the techniques, materials, and educational 


requirements needed by artists to make visual pieces.

Students will be able to place a work of art (painting, sculpture, print, or 


architecture) in its era by recognition of characteristics of style, artist, and 


culture.

Students will be able to recognize the influence of past art on present day art 


intellectually criticize the aesthetic problems concerned.

Students will be able to take a piece of art and do a critical analysis of that 


work by studying its use of elements of art, principles of organization, form, 


and overall unity.

Students will have a broad understanding of the social context, philosophy, and 


attitudes that went into the creation of works of art of these time periods.

There will be four (4) unit exams with each counting 150 points toward 


total grade.

There will be one critical analysis paper required, counting 100 points.



C.
There will be a sufficient number of pop quizzes given for 50 points of 


the grade.



D.
The final exam will be comprehensive, it will count 200 points.



There will be one planned field trip to a museum/gallery.



Good attendance counts toward grade.

Teaching Techniques:



A.
Lectures over material from text and other information brought to class by the 


instructor.

Classes will have time for question/answer discussions over given information.



C.
Slides will be used extensively to supplement information from text.



D.
Critical analysis papers will be done by students, and brief oral discussions presented by the students will share this information with the class.

Pertinent slides, charts, diagrams, or supplementary reading articles will be 


available to students in the music library.

Evaluation is based upon interest and attitude toward learning which is 


evidenced by the student's daily attendance, quality of work, quantity of work, 


growth and improvement, completion of assignments on time and participation 


in class activities as well as the following:

Class attendance and prompt attendance in class is critical to total 


development of all students' understanding of the discussions, lectures, 


requirements of the critical analysis paper, taking pop quizzes (pop quizzes 


cannot be made up), etc...  More than 6 absences in the class will lower 


that final grade in the class by 5 points.  Consideration for unusual 


circumstances such as extended illness will be considered.  Attendance and 


Participation: 50 points= no absences, no tardies; 40 points = two tardies; 30 


points = one absence; 20 points = two absences; 10 points = three absences.  


The student is expected to read the textbook, and do any 





supplementary work.  The critical analysis will be due toward the end of the semester on the announced due date.  The grade will be lowered one letter grade if the paper is 1 to 7 days late.  The paper will not be accepted if it is more than 7 days late.



D.
Students are expected to maintain a high standard of work at all times.  They are to understand that learning is not necessarily entertaining;  self-discipline and concentration in the work is essential.  Students should ask questions and ask for assistance whenever it is needed.  Students should be aware that the instructor's main concern is your intellectual development and artistic growth.  Help will be given and your artistic interest and growth respected.  Each student is expected to do his/her own work honestly. We follow university policy for plagiarism of any work.
