VIII.
Teaching techniques:



A.
Lectures over concepts and reading will be frequent.



B.
Examples of actual prints will be used to help student's understanding of process.



C.
There will be readings and frequent use of text.



D.
Demonstrations of how to use tools, presses, work with inks, and papers are the 

chief teaching tool for the class.



E.
Critiques of work will be at mid-term and finals time as well as written critiques 


on each edition as it is turned in for grading.



F.
Students will turn in all work at end of semester for evaluation. 

IX. 
Grading and student responsibilities: 



A.
Grading scale consists of the following: 




100 - 90 = A, superior or extraordinary work (ideas, concepts, projects)




89 - 80 = B, good, beyond class requirements




79 - 70 = C, meets class minimum requirements 




69 - 60 = D, poor work, performance, did not meet minimal class requirements




59 & below = F, failure in performance of work




I = incomplete, for unusual circumstances like hospital illness



B.
Evaluation is based upon interest and attitude toward learning which is evident 


by the student's attendance, quality of work, quantity of work, growth and 


improvement, completion of assignments on time and active participation in class 


activities as well as the following:




6 prints in editions of  5 done by due date; each edition  15 points 




final portfolio = 5 points 




attendance and participation :




5 points = no absences, no tardies         
2 points = two absences




4 points = two tardies


1 point = 3 absences




3 points = one absence




Attendance at critiques is mandatory; a mid-term critique and final critique will 

be conducted. Final portfolio will include at least 3 correctly matted/mounted 


prints. One print from each edition will be kept for the school collection.



C.
Class attendance and prompt attendance in class is critical to total development 

of all students understanding the discussion, projects, etc. More than 4 absences, 

excused or unexcused except in extraordinary circumstances, will cause final 


grade to be lowered 5 points. Student is expected to do assigned work in and out 

of class carefully. Projects a day to a week late will be graded one letter grade 


lower. Projects more than one week late will have a 0 grade. Three tardies will 


count as an absence. Students 5 or more minutes late are tardy; students leaving 

class early are tardy. 



D.
Students are expected to maintain a high standard of work at all times. They are to understand that learning is not necessarily entertaining, self-discipline and concentration in the work is essential. Students should ask question and ask for assistance whenever that is needed. Students should be aware that the professor's major concern is your intellectual development and artistic growth.



E.
