Description of Course
Overview of philosophical, historical, and legal foundations of special education.  Studies characteristics of children with various exceptionalities and service delivery options.  Examines and includes processes of identification, referrals, eligibility, diagnostic, treatment, and educational procedures.  Topics include individual service plans, litigation, inclusion strategies, gifted, advocacy, assistive technology, home-based intervention, and rights and responsibilities of professionals working with families of children with disabilities. 
This course requires 20 hours of field experience in a program that serves children with special needs.

EC 216 Field Experience Summary Form:

For Course Credit: Students keep a Field Hour Log of all field work tasks for each entry with a total of 20 hours.  Each field visit must be signed by a responsible person at the site. One reflection per task is required in this course. Students total the field hours, sign the form, complete all information and submit on date indicated.  All must be on file by December 8, 2016 to receive course credit.  Course instructor signs the form. Field Experience Tasks will not be credited toward coursework until the field hour log is received with attached reflections. 

 Starting Fall 2014 semester, all students are required to set up an Educational Professional Standards Board (EPSB) account for the purpose of entering every completed Field Experience (FE). You will continue to keep and submit Field Experience Logs for each of your courses and have them entered into the SOE database by Elizabeth Frankin. This new system is for EPSB to track FE hours, which requires a certain number and representation of all types of FE in order for the state to approve a student for student teaching. There is no cost associated with the system and it is required of CU School of Education.
Online Guidelines:
Students should treat this course as a face-to-face course and log in on a regular basis.  You are required to participate in scheduled discussion forums that are in the course and any chat scheduled by consensus.  All work in this course will be due on scheduled dates at 11:55 p.m. All times in this course are set to Eastern Time zone.

Select a preschool activity or learning center and submit a typed, one-page, double-spaced report discussing ways it can be adapted to successfully include a child with exceptionalities.

Field Experience Task #4:  Community Resources (25 points)
Explore the community (local or your home community) to identify resources available for children with disabilities. Observe a child between the ages of one and six years with one of the conditions discussed in the Characteristics Report.  These observation hours must take place in a formal setting (school, child care center or another early care and education setting approved by the instructor).  Complete the Case Study Task #5 during these hours.

Field Experience Task #5:  Case Study (125 points)
Complete a Case Study of a child between the ages of one and six who has one of the handicapping conditions described in the Characteristics Report. Products from this case study will include: (1) the completed Observation Form, (2) Observation Report, and (3) a completed Lesson Plan Component Task Sheet. 
The Observation Report should be typed, double-spaced, and two pages in length. Include a summary of your findings from the Observation Form and reflections about the experience, what you learned, and how you can use this information to become a better educator.  Develop a lesson plan component task sheet that could be implemented in a small group and indicate specific adaptations you would make based on your observations and the developmental needs of the case study child.

Attendance

Attendance will be measured by completion of assignments and discussion forums.  Students must post a response to a discussion forum by due date and reply to two peers’ posts by the due date.  Regular attendance in professional education courses is expected of all students. It is a professional responsibility that is part of the disposition assessment of early childhood students.  We will follow the School of Education attendance policy as stated.  Students must participate in all discussion forums and/ or chats as instructed by the instructor for this course. After the first missed discussion or chat, students will receive an attendance warning from the Office of Academic Affairs and may be dropped with a failing grade after the next missed discussion. The student is responsible for accessing all course hand-outs and content covered during an absence. Note: students will not be penalized for absences excused by Campbellsville University; however, it is the student’s responsibility to notify the professor in advance of the excused absence. It is also the student’s responsibility to insure that all assignments are submitted on due dates, regardless of date(s) of absences.
Academic Integrity
Plagiarism:  
Campbellsville University’s policy on Academic Integrity states: “Each person has the privilege and responsibility to develop one’s learning abilities, knowledge base, and practical skills. Plagiarism and cheating are examples of academic dishonesty and fraud and neither will be tolerated in this course. Plagiarism is quoting or paraphrasing a phrase, a sentence, sentences, or significant amounts of text from a web or print source, without using quotation marks and without a citation. The plagiarist submits the work for credit in a class as part of the requirements for that class. Examples of cheating include cheating on a test (copying off someone else’s paper) or an assignment (e.g., development of a lesson plan) and submitting the work as your own.

If a student commits plagiarism or cheats in this course, the professor will decide on one of two penalties: (a) an F on that assignment or (b) an F in the course. The student’s Dean and the Vice-President for Academic Affairs will be notified of either consequence.

Dispositions

At any time during the candidate’s experience in the Campbellsville University teacher preparation program, disposition assessment may be evaluated and questioned.  Any candidate who: (a) is consistently evaluated 1 or 2 on the Disposition Recommendation Forms; (b) receives an unfavorable recommendation at CAP 2 from their major area or from teachers/administrators in field experience placements; or, (c) receives a referral through the Disposition Incident Report will be asked to meet with the appropriate university professor and/or Program Chair.  One of several outcomes will result from this meeting: (a) warning about the candidate’s behavior; (b) deferral from being admitted to, or continuing in, the education program; or, (c) removal from the program.

If a warning is issued, the student will work collaboratively with the Program Chair and appropriate faculty to develop, or revise, a Disposition Improvement Plan (a part of the PPGP).  The student will be required to meet with the Program Chair, over time, for monitoring of the plan and to determine improvements made.  If addressed behaviors of concern continue to occur, or a candidate consistently receives 1 or 2 ratings over time while in the teacher preparation program, he/she may be removed from the education program.

If a deferral is recommended, the Program Chair will then take the information about the candidate(s) to the Disposition Committee for further review and discussion.  The Disposition Committee will include the following:  Program Chair, education faculty member and a major area representative.  The committee will determine the following:

a. Full admission or continuation in the School of Education based on 
information/evidence received;


b. Deferred admission/program continuation; development of a Disposition Improvement 
Plan (embedded in PPGP), prescribed by the committee;


c. Removal from the teacher preparation program.

The candidate may appeal any decision brought forth by the Disposition Committee to the Dean of the School of Education. The Dean’s decision for deferred admission or continuation is final.  Only the decision for removal from the program may be appealed to the University’s Academic Council.  Any candidate deferred for admission to the teacher preparation program may reapply during the next semester or at a later date.  Once candidates are admitted they will be continuously assessed on dispositions in their respective courses, field placements and interactions with students, teachers, parents and community members.  

Each student has access to his/her disposition evaluation data.  All faculty have access to the data for review as needed.
Confidentiality

The confidentiality of children being observed must be strictly adhered to at all times.  Never mention children’s real names when discussing/sharing in class, or with anyone else in the community, school, etc.—use pseudonyms.  Children, parents, and teachers must be protected!  Violation of this right of children and families can cause you legal problems, loss of job, etc.   

A parental permission form must be signed before administering any formal assessment procedure or taping/photographing children.
