Introduces the student to the history of early childhood education and the theoretical perspectives of curriculum development in early childhood programs.  Teaches the design of curriculum for children with and without disabilities and allows for practice in developing curriculum units.  Introduces Kentucky Program of Studies, Core Content, and Early Childhood Standards as a framework in the development of curriculum.  Promotes teaching methods that work best to develop concepts and encourage learning with young children.  Examines societal factors that impact programming.  Explores High Scope, Montessori and Reggio Emilia curriculum approaches.  Considers effective arrangement of inclusive indoor and outdoor spaces in early childhood environments in accordance with program philosophy, goals, objectives, and 
needs of children from birth through kindergarten. Principles of design focus on effective room arrangements and well-organized learning areas. Studies brain research to understand impact of physical environment on development and learning.  Required:  10 hours of field experience

Field Experiences sites are selected in collaboration with course instructor and may only be completed if the setting meets the assignment criteria. Students are required to complete 10 field experience hours.  Failure to complete 10 hours will result in a course grade of an incomplete, which must be made up within one semester following the end of the course. SCORING CAP 3 PORTFOLIO ARTIFACTS:  CAP 3 portfolio artifacts must have a score of 2 or 3 to receive a pass for the course and for the eventual CAP 3 portfolio.  A score of “1” indicates the piece is not portfolio ready.  Students must re-do a “1” score on an artifact in order to receive credit for that assignment in the course. An incident report will be filed if demonstration of ineffective Dispositions continues, which will require a meeting with the Chair of the Undergraduate Programs to prepare an intervention plan. Failure to resolve disposition issues can result in dismissal from the program.

SATISFACTORY ACADEMIC PROGRESS (SAP) In order to be eligible to receive financial aid, a student is required to have met certain standards of satisfactory academic progress (SAP) during his or her previous attendance, whether or not financial aid was received.   
· ​A student is required to complete sixty-seven percent (67%) of all cumulative credits attempted (number of hours successfully completed divided by the number of hours attempted). Successful completion would be grades of A, B, C, D, or Pass; unsuccessful grades would be E, F, W, Z or Incomplete. ​
· A student is required to meet a minimum cumulative grade point average.  On a 4-point scale for Grade Point Average (GPA) it is required a student have a 2.0 grade point average after each semester.

· Students are expected to complete their degree/diploma/certificate program within a Maximum Time Frame (MTF) of 150% of the required number of credit hours to graduate. (e.g., programs requiring 72 credits will have a 108 credit maximum). 

· It is the students’ responsibility to contact the Financial Aid Office about their Satisfactory Academic Progress status. Withdrawing after the first week of class or taking in incomplete in a course may affect your continued access to financial aid.
SCORING CAP 3 PORTFOLIO ARTIFACTS:  CAP 3 portfolio artifacts must have a score of 2​​​​ or 3 to receive a pass for the course and for the eventual CAP 3 portfolio.  A score of “1” indicates the piece is not portfolio ready.  Students must re-do a “1” score on an artifact in order to receive credit for that assignment in the course.  Students can still pass the course, but a “1” score will likely impact the grade received in the course. Students will be able to continue to work on their portfolio artifact after the end of the course –assuming they will want all artifacts to receive a score of “3.” Course instructors will not be asked to “re-score” an artifact that is submitted after the conclusion of the class.
