Course Objectives

1. To explore and appreciate autobiographical accounts of women’s lived experiences
2. To analyze fictionalized accounts of immigrant women living in the post-colonial world
3. To engage in and practice feminist and gender criticism of literary texts
4. To explore the nature and technique of writing autobiography, biography, and memoir
Course Requirements

1. The student must read all texts and materials assigned.

2. The student must write a literary analysis over one class text.
3. The student must write daily reader responses.
4. The student must engage in the creation of a website containing women’s narratives, which will be written by the students based on interviews of women born 1978 or earlier.
Method of Evaluation and Grading Scale

Formal Assignments

Literary Analysis: 8 pages. Pick one text from the course and write a literary analysis.
Biography: 8 pages. Interview a woman born prior to 1980. Pick a theme, such as her experience of the Civil Rights Movement of the 1960s. Weave into a story. This essay will be posted to the class website.
Website: As a class, you will work together to create a website containing the biographies. The purpose will be to save the experiences and insights of these women for future readers.
Class Policies and Notices

Attendance:
1. Absences for any reason result in loss of participation points.  If you are not here to participate, you can’t get any points.  The university does not count any absences as excused.

Assignments:
1. Drafts:  All drafts of pieces turned in for class must be typed.  Make sure you print and keep all your drafts and work until you receive your grade for the course.  
2. Plagiarism: According to the Division of Humanities, plagiarism is defined as representing the words or ideas of someone else as one’s own in any academic exercise.  Therefore, all writing you do for this course must be your own and must be exclusively for this course, unless the professor stipulates differently.  Pay special attention to the accuracy of the quotations, paraphrases, summaries, and documentation practices you use in your assignments.  If you have any questions about plagiarism, please ask your professor.  If you plagiarize, your professor reserves the right to grant you a failure for the assignment or the course, and your case may be reported to the College of Arts and Sciences.  For additional information concerning plagiarism, you may consult the Writing Center in the BASC.

Allow me to further define plagiarism.  “Plagiarism may take many forms.  The most flagrant form consists of reproducing someone else’s work, whether that be a published article or chapter out of a book, an essay purchased from the internet, a friend’s paper in another class or school, or an old essay from a file.  Another form of plagiarism involves taking exact words or phrases from a source without quoting them, or taking ideas—even if they are translated into the student’s own words—from a source without crediting it.  Simply changing a word or two here or there while leaving the organization, content, and phraseology substantially intact and unquoted is plagiaristic.  Reproducing the uniquely individual organization or ideas of another piece of work without acknowledgement also constitutes plagiarism, wherever and however this may be done.” (Kemper n.p.).
3. Electronic copies of texts:  I reserve the right to ask you for an e-copy of your work for submission to Turnitin.  I also reserve the right to require everyone to submit e-copies should the need arise.

4. Problems:  If you are having difficulty with an assignment (or any other part of the class), come to me immediately.  Do not wait until the due date.  I’ll be happy to conference with you.

Late Work:

1. Penalty:  For every day an assignment is late, you lose one letter grade or a quarter of the points, whichever is applicable.  This includes e-copy submissions.
