Course Description:

The historical and philosophical perspectives of sport and physical education are combined in this course to provide the student with a better understanding of the present condition of the discipline.  This course is primarily a history of ideas regarding sport and physical education.  Particular interest is placed on the relationship between mind and body and how that relationship has changed during various historical eras, the development of the American physical education and athletics, and the modern Olympic movement.

Assessment

Exams

You will have 4 exams that will cover approximately 4-5 chapters each (excluding the final exam, which may be comprehensive).  
Assignments

Each unit will have forums, activities, quizzes, and a unit exam. Some units will have papers assigned and due at later dates too. There will be some assignment that will have due dates assigned while others will be at the students discretion during a given unit. Each assignment must be completed in a timely manner.  It is your responsibility to know when an assignment is assigned and when it is due.  Missing or overlooking an activity during a unit period it is assigned is NOT an excuse for not completing it.     

Quizzes

Approximately each chapter will have a quiz assigned to it and will count towards the final grade. These will typically be short questions (5 or less) covering the key points of the assigned chapter.  In general, if you have read the corresponding chapter, you should do well.  

Forum or Discussion Questions

There is discussion questions that relate to the chapter’s topic listed throughout the Unit.  Approximately 8 (maybe more, maybe less) will be posted in each unit. Students will be responsible for posting responses to each forum and on students posts to equal twelve (12) each unit. In some cases, the questions are opinionated in nature, meaning there is no right or wrong answer.  Your answers for each question should be a minimum of fifteen (15) to twenty (20) words long (approximately 4-5 sentences).  Providing one-word or one-sentence answers will result in zero (0) points.  

Becoming a Professional  
In a 2-4 page paper, you will explore your chosen career goal by examining why you want to enter your desired profession.  You will essentially be examining why you are a physical education, sport management, or exercise science major.  You will also be asked to learn more about the professional organizations and benefits of joining.  You will be given very specific questions to answer that will explain how you are to organize your paper and how you will be graded.  

Persuasive Paper 
In a 3-5 page paper, you will be asked to pick a side of a controversial sport, fitness, or physical education issue.  You will be given several topics to choose from, but you must choose one side of the issue to defend.  You must give at least 3 reasons defending your choice.  You will be provided with several topics, and be given specific guidelines on how to write and organize your paper.

“Dance Moms” Paper 

The Lifetime television series “Dance Moms” follows several young girls and their moms in an effort to become elite dancers.  In conjunction with our discussion on kids and sports, you will write a paper examining this show and the dynamics addressed.  You will watch one episode (possibly in class) and answer several questions related to this show and whether or not the moms behave appropriately, if too much pressure is place on the kids, and other issues related to kids and sports/physical activity.  

Final Paper 
For your final paper, you will have a variety of topics to choose from.  You may choose an era of history (colonial America, medieval Europe, etc.) and inspect the sports or games during this time, examine an assigned specific sport and its history, or other potential topics.  More information will be given about this assignment as the semester progresses.
