5. Course Assignments and Grading Scale:
All online Assignments are Due Monday evenings at 11:55 p.m. unless noted otherwise (see Welcome Activity & Student Contact Information, due Thursday, September 1 .
Field Experience in Home and/or Group Settings                   30% or 300 points
· All Field Experiences (FE) sites must be pre-approved by course instructor. 
· A fieldwork file must be complete before FE can begin (see below).
· FE hours for each task are approximate. However, eight (8) hours must be completed to receive a course grade. Students who do not complete required FE hours will be given an “incomplete” in the course. Students complete the FE Summary Log and have it signed with each field site visit. Complete instructions for each FE Task along with appropriate EPSB codes are provided by instructors on the assignment. After the field experience hours are completed for the course, students sign, scan the FE Summary Log, and upload it to the designated place on TigerNet or Moodle. This process is to receive course credit. The instructors will then print the FE Summary Log, add their signature if it is completed correctly, and then submit it to Elizabeth Franklin for program credit. 
· Students are expected to follow the Field Hour Guidelines provided by course instructors for all assignments. 
All students are required to set up an Educational Professional Standards Board (EPSB) account for the purpose of entering every completed Field Experience (FE). We will demonstrate how to get started at our Fall Meeting of the Majors. You will continue to keep and submit Field Experience Logs for each of your courses and have them entered into the SOE database through Elizabeth Franklin. This new system is for EPSB to track FE hours, which requires a certain number and representation of all types of FE in order for the state to approve a student for student teaching. There is no cost associated with the system and it is required of CU School of Education.
FIELD EXPERIENCE REQUIREMENTS in JCPS Guidelines require students to submit a volunteer registration form according to the procedures in place before they will be admitted to a school. Employees must wear their identification.
Field Experience #1: Assessing Infants and Toddlers……………………...100 points
A) *Screen: 30 points - (PGES Domain 4)
Candidates administer a screen (Ages and Stages or instructor approved screen) in collaboration with a family of a child from birth to three. The assignment includes:  (1) The completed Screen/Protocol, (2) a Summary of the screening outcomes and recommendations as well as interactions with the family, (3) a Reflective Analysis describing what you learned from this assignment and how it relates to IECE KTS IV.e and your PPGP (SoE-5) Personal Growth objectives. May be completed in a home or group setting. [1 hour] IECE 4.3 – 4.6, 6.2, 6.7, 8.1; NAEYC 1, 2, 3, 5, 8, 10; InTASC 6 [Portfolio Artifact: IECE KTS IV.d.e.f.]
B) *Classroom Instructional/Curriculum-Based: 70 points  - (PGES Domains 1, 3)

 Candidates partner with the family of a child from birth-to-three to conduct a family-focused interview and collaboratively assess one domain of a classroom instructional/curriculum-based assessment (The Ounce Scale). A Summary of assessment outcomes and curriculum recommendations is prepared along with a Reflective Analysis that addresses communication with the family, personal growth related to your PPGP (SoE-5) Personal Growth objectives and the IECE KTS IV.a.b.c.  Assignment may be completed in a home or group setting. [2 hours] IECE 4.1 – 4.6, 5.1, 6.2, 6.7, 6.8, 8.2; NAEYC 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 7, 8, 10; InTASC 6, 7, 8  [Portfolio Artifact IECE KTS IV.a,b,c]

*A required seminar will be scheduled after the start of the semester at each site to distribute Ages and Stages and The Ounce Scale protocols and receive training on administration of these assessments. Students will be asked to provide the birthdate of the child selected for this assignment who is between birth and three prior to the seminar so the instructors can prepare and bring the correct protocols to the seminars. Instructors will also bring resources that will be used for Field Experience #2 and Course Task #2. 
Field Experience #2: Supporting Infant and Toddler Learning…………..……100 points
A) Infant Developmental Lesson: 40 points  - (PGES Domains 1, 3)
Candidates implement a planned activity from Simple Steps with an infant between the ages of birth and 12 months. Activity is represented on Source of Evidence (SoE) -1 Context.DI, SoE-2, Lesson Plan.DI, and includes SoE-4 Reflection DI, and documentation. [1/2 - 1 hour] IECE 1.1-1.3, 1.5, 1.7, 5.1-5.3; NAEYC 1, 4; CEC 2, 3, 7; InTASC 1, 6, 7, 8 [Portfolio Artifact: IECE KTS III]

B) Toddler Developmental Lesson: 40 points -  (PGES Domains 1, 3)

Candidates observe in a classroom for toddlers and/or two-year-olds to prepare for Course Task #2 (a sequence of three curriculum activities in one domain area). For FE #2-B, candidates select one of the three lessons prepared for Course Task #2 and teach that one lesson. Submit SoE-1 Context, SoE-2 Lesson Plan, and SoE-4 Reflection for the one implemented lesson along with documentation. IECE 1.1-1.3, 1.5, 1.7, 5.1-5.3; NAEYC 1, 4; CEC 2, 3, 7; InTASC 1, 6, 7, 8  [Portfolio Artifact: IECE KTS III]

C)  Individualization: 20 points - (PGES Domains 1, 3)
In preparation for the Toddler Curriculum (See Course Task #2: Toddler Curriculum) candidates observe a child in a group setting who has an IFSP or possible developmental delays OR could benefit from enrichment. Prepare a report describing the child, how progress will be monitored and personal growth related to the IECE KTS. Develop an Individual Activity Matrix that embeds IFSP outcomes or learning goals so caregivers can support and/or enrich child’s learning in naturally-occurring events and daily routines throughout the day. IECE Standard I, IV, V; NAEYC 1, 3; CEC 2, 4, 5, 7, 8, 10; InTASC 1, 2. [Portfolio Artifact IECE KTS I.d, e]
      [FE #3, B and C together: approximately 2-3 hours]
Field Experience #3: ITERS - Assessing Program Quality………………….. 100 points 
(PGES Domains 1, 2, 4)

Candidates administer the Infant-Toddler Environmental Rating Scale (ITERS) to evaluate a classroom serving children in the 0-3 age range and create an Action Plan to address growth areas. Identify one growth area that could be improved immediately.  Reflection identifies criteria for a quality environment, reason for selection of the growth area, compliance with regulations, demonstrates knowledge of health, safety, and nutrition practices, considers practices to support the acquisition of developmental milestones with emphasis on attachment and autonomy, and explains impact of nurturing relationships on development. The Reflection also describes any personal connection to the PPGP Self-Assessment and SoE-5 PPGP Growth Goals and links the artifact to IECE KTS V.d [2 hours] IECE 2.1-2.10, 3.1-3.4, 5.4; NAEYC 1, 3; CEC 5, 6, 8; InTASC 3,7,8,10 [Portfolio Artifact: IECE KTS V.d] 
*A required seminar will be scheduled at each program location as needed to train on the ITERS administration. Site for ITERS must be pre-approved by course instructor.

Task 1: Reflective Analysis of Professional Articles………………………………....50 points 

Candidates prepare a Reflective Analysis on two professional articles (25 points each), which are posted on TigerNet, Main Page Handouts. (PGES Domains 1, 2, 4; InTASC 9)

Task #2: Curriculum for Toddlers and Twos………………………………………….175 points
Candidates prepare a sequence of three lessons in one domain aligned to the Early Childhood Standards for birth-to-three considering the typical and atypical development of a class of toddlers or two-year-olds. Simple Steps and Story Stretchers for Infants, Toddlers, and Twos are used as resources. The curriculum plan also includes a simplified web, learning targets/goals with assessments, learning center extensions, materials, assessments, adaptations, technology (if applicable), newsletter for families with an associated family-child activity to support language/literacy development. One of the three lessons is implemented (see FE#2-B). The Overview is presented at Presentation Night [IECE Standard I, II, IV, VIII, IX] (PGES Domain 4; InTASC 6, 7, 8)
Task #3: Classroom Management Plan for Infants, Toddlers, and Twos………...100 points

A supplement to the Classroom Management Plan (CMP) for preschool (IECE 301 and IECE 440) is prepared to address guidance and the learning environment specific to infants, toddlers, and twos in inclusive group settings. The CMP includes strategies to support attachment and autonomy.  [Portfolio Artifact IECE Standard II] (PGES Domain 2; InTASC 1, 2, 3)

12.   Policies and Procedures:   

Students are responsible for the lecture material presented in the classroom, the assigned readings, videos, guest presentations, and any other material covered in the course, including handouts. DISPOSITIONS:  Course instructors complete a Disposition Evaluation for each student in their class each semester. These are submitted to the School of Education and placed in each student’s file.   

SCORING CAP 3 PORTFOLIO ARTIFACTS:  CAP 3 portfolio artifacts must have a score of 2​​​​ or 3 to receive a pass for the course and for the eventual CAP 3 portfolio.  A score of “1” indicates the piece is not portfolio ready.  Students must re-do a “1” score on an artifact in order to receive credit for that assignment in the course.  Students can still pass the course, but a “1” score will likely impact the grade received in the course. Students will be able to continue to work on their portfolio artifact after the end of the course –assuming they will want all artifacts to receive a score of “3.” Course instructors will not be asked to “re-score” an artifact that is submitted after the conclusion of the class.
Satisfactory Academic Standards (SAP) In order to be eligible to receive financial aid, a student is required to have met certain standards of satisfactory academic progress (SAP) during his or her previous attendance, whether or not financial aid was received.   
· A student is required to complete sixty-seven percent (67%) of all cumulative credits attempted (number of hours successfully completed divided by the number of hours attempted). Successful completion would be grades of A, B, C, D, or Pass; unsuccessful grades would be E, F, W, Z or Incomplete.​
· A student is required to meet a minimum cumulative grade point average.  On a 4-point scale for Grade Point Average (GPA) it is required a student have a 2.0 grade point average after each semester.
· Students are expected to complete their degree/diploma/certificate program within a Maximum Time Frame (MTF) of 150% of the required number of credit hours to graduate. (e.g., programs requiring 72 credits will have a 108 credit maximum). 
· It is the student’s responsibility to contact the Financial Aid Office about their Satisfactory Academic Progress status. Withdrawing after the first week of class or taking in incomplete in a course may affect your continued access to financial aid
