1. Description:
This capstone course is designed to increase classroom management, instructional, and assessment competencies.  Involves planning, implementation, and evaluation of integrated curricula and activity-based instructional methods for children birth to primary in home-based and inclusive center-based settings.  Provides practice in developing IEP/IFSP activity matrices; adapting the learning environment and instruction across content areas to meet the diverse needs of young children; and advancing collaboration skills to guide inclusive practices. The professional portfolio will be completed and submitted for further evaluation by the School of Education faculty.  Students participate in supervised field experiences to prepare for their assigned student teaching placements. Required: 20 hours of field experience

1) Portfolio & CAP 3 Application Packet                                       70% or 700 points
CAP 3 Portfolio artifacts are selected using the CAP 3 2016-2017 Portfolio Artifact Chart. The artifacts have been prepared in courses taken throughout candidate’s degree program, from professional experience, and/or from coursework transferred from other degree programs in consultation with instructor. Candidates are responsible for preparing their CAP 3 portfolio including the preliminary pages, rationales, and all required artifacts. Portfolio items must be free of teacher comments, notes, or grades. All edits must be corrected and submitted on a CAP 3 Designated Flash Drive by November 28 in Somerset and November 29th in Campbellsville. Portfolios are scored by faculty in Campbellsville School of Education. A passing score of 2 or 3 must be received prior to completion of the course and/or student teaching. Students who receive a holistic score of 1 must re-submit portfolio with corrections to the Dean of the School of Education and receive a passing score to be eligible for student teaching. Students will be asked to re-submit specific documents if scores of 1 are received on individual standards. Resubmissions for a score of 1 on a specific performance indicator is at the discretion of the portfolio evaluator. 
Students will submit a complete CAP 3 application packet showing an overall and professional 2.75 GPA or a 3.0 in the last 30 hours (if applicable) and a report documenting the required 200 field experience hours and types according to Educational Professional Standards Board (EPSB) state regulations and PPD (30 required) hours. 
The following Portfolio Artifacts are prepared during this course: 

All portfolio artifact assignments are to be posted to TigerNet as drafts on due date noted in schedule to receive instructor feedback. The hybrid activities in this course are primarily drafts of portfolio artifacts. Final artifact assignments are posted to TigerNet for grades prior to CAP 3 Portfolio deadline. 2) Field Experiences (FE) – 20 hours                                                      5%   50 points
Students must complete 20 field experience hours for IECE 480. However, the actual hours per each FE assignment is flexible. The expectation is for student teachers to complete 10 hours in each of their two student teaching placements (FE #2). Additionally, students must complete all state required Field Experiences (See CAP 3 FE Checklist and FE Codes/KAR Regulations) prior to student teaching. FE types that are missing may be completed within the 20 required FE hours for this course, which means fewer than 10 hours could be completed at each of the student teaching sites.
Students who are not student teaching may use the 20 required FE hours to complete any other professional needs with prior approval from the course instructor. 
Students are expected to follow the Field Hour Guidelines found on the IECE Web page for all field work assignments. Students who do not complete all field experience hours will be given an “incomplete” in the course. The Field Experience File must be complete/updated prior to field experience. 
· Field Experience #1. Students keep a Reflective Student Teaching Journal of their experiences at their first and second student-teaching placement sites. (10 hours at each site if possible) including a summary/reflection page. Students are encouraged to attend a PLC meeting and become familiar with CIITS and/or infinite campus during their pre-student teaching field experiences……………………………………………………………..50

· Alternative Field Experience: In lieu of FE #1, students who are not student teaching or those lacking any of the required EPSB field experience types, may complete some of the 20 field hours for this course in an alternative site with instructor approval. 
Students will provide one of their cooperating teachers with a Disposition Evaluation. Those not student teaching will discuss alternatives with a course instructor. This is completed at the end of the 10 field hours and attached to CAP 3 application. 
Students must submit Field Hour Logs signed by appropriate persons to TigerNet by December 5th. Instructor will print complete and correct FE Logs and submit to IECE Program Secretary to receive program credit.
Kentucky Field Experience Tracking System (KFETS)​: All students will be required to set up an Educational Professional Standards Board (EPSB) account for the purpose of entering every completed Field Experience (FE). There is no charge to students to create this account. You will continue to keep and submit Field Experience Logs for each of your courses and have them entered into the SOE database through Elizabeth Franklin. This new system is for EPSB to track FE hours, which requires a certain number and representation of all types of FE in order for the state to approve a student for student teaching."

​​​​​Satisfactory Academic Standards (SAP) 
In order to be eligible to receive financial aid, a student is required to have met certain standards of satisfactory academic progress (SAP) during his or her previous attendance, whether or not financial aid was received.

11.   POLICIES AND PROCEDURES:   

You are responsible for the lecture material presented in the classroom, the assigned readings in the text, videos, guest presentations and any other material covered in class, including handouts.  Assigned readings are to be completed before class to facilitate better understanding and participation.  Written assignments must be turned in on time.  Class presentations must be ready on assigned date.  

Late Assignments may receive 10% deduction. If an assignment cannot be completed due to delayed placement for student teaching or cooperating teacher schedule, NO late penalty will be assessed. 
Papers will be typed unless otherwise noted. It is expected that all written assignments will conform to standards of documentation, organization, mechanics, legibility, and APA style.  Task grades will reflect these standards. 

Plagiarism: Campbellsville University’s policy on Academic Integrity states: “Each person has the privilege and responsibility to develop one’s learning abilities, knowledge base, and practical skills.
