Microcomputer Applications for Mathematics

Three Hours Credit

COURSE DESCRIPTION:


The microcomputer will be used for an in depth study of the solution to various mathematical problems.  A number of areas in calculus, statistics, simulations, linear programming, linear algebra, and number theory will be investigated from the applied aspect.  This course can only be use for credit toward the MAE program.

COURSE GOALS AND OBJECTIVES:


The student will become knowledgeable of innovative mathematical software that can be useful in the classroom.  The student will develop skills at the evaluation of math software and understanding the mathematics of the particular software. The student will learn the advantages of solving problems using the computer.  The skills obtained will be exhibited through class presentations.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:


The student will perform at the graduate MAE level.  In addition the student will complete the following:

· Download and submit in electronic form five math packages, each must represent a different area. (20 pts each)

· Written presentation of these five packages including the background mathematical concepts (20 pts each)

· Written log of computer work with sites visited and evaluation of site (50 pts)

· Lesson plan in writing detailing how each of the software obtained can be used in the classroom (20 pts each)

· The 10-point grading scale will be used to calculate final grade
