HOMEWORK ACTIVITIES (15%): For homework you will be expected to memorize vocabulary and verb forms and complete assignments given to you on the Web Homework assigned by the instructor.  Homework must be completed online and on the due date as the website automatically removes them when it has expired. MAKE SURE YOU DO THIS HOMEWORK. YOUR GRADE COULD BE AFFECTED.  

Typing your answers. Since the WHS is case sensitive it is important to note that the student answers must match the correct answers exactly in terms of upper-case (capital) and lower-case (small) letters. All spaces and punctuation marks must also have the appropriate accent marks and special letters (see below). When entering written answers in an exercise, the responses will be marked correct only if the strings of letters, spaces, and punctuation marks in the student answers are identical with the correct answers. When you get an answer wrong, compare your answers with the answers provided by the WHS to make sure that you didn't forget to write an accent mark, or make another type of spelling mistake. 

Spanish accents and special letters. When writing in the answers in Spanish you will have to include the necessary Spanish accent marks. If you don't know how to enter accent marks you can also consult the following page to change the settings of your computer: http://www.studyspanish.com/accents/typing.htm. Alternatively, you can also copy and paste each letter that has already the accent mark. Note: There is no limit to the number of times a student can submit solutions to a particular assignment.
PARTICIPATION/TUTORS/ATTENDANCE (10%): Special Assignment “MEET YOUR TUTOR”: as part of your homework you will be required to meet with a Spanish tutor once a week to practice your listening and speaking/pronunciation skills. Your instructor will give you the first week of classes to find a tutor and arrange with him/her the day of the week you are going to meet along the semester. Every absence you have will be notified to your instructor by your tutor. 

Participation in class is very important. It will enable you to practice listening and speaking exercises in class.  The more you participate the better you will get in understanding Spanish.  This grade will also be calculated according to your attendance and willingness to participate in classroom activities (individual and group work)

Quizzes (10%): They will be based on pages assigned as homework and may include oral questions as well as vocabulary and grammar structures.  If you are absent on the day of a quiz, you will receive a zero unless you present your instructor with a valid excuse.

Exams (30%):  Each exam will have sections that test listening comprehension, vocabulary, and grammar.  Absence from an exam is serious and will result in a zero unless you present your instructor with a valid written excuse.  Exams must be made up as soon as possible after consultation with the instructor. Absence from an exam is serious and will result in a zero unless you present your instructor with a valid written excuse (medical excuse, obituary, work note, etc).  
Compositions (15%): There will be 3 in-class compositions (1-2 pages each) during the semester. All composition final drafts must be typed and double-spaced. You will rewrite your compositions, using the correction sheet attached to this syllabus. Remember you will have to give your professor a copy of the first version, along with the final typed one, in order to receive credit for them. The professor will indicate the errors on the first version. You will correct these errors and return both versions. You will have one week after you receive the first version back to turn in your second version. Both the draft and final will be averaged. Compositions (drafts and final copies) are 20% of your total grade. 

Important: 5 points per day will be the penalty for late drafts of compositions.
** NOTE: Compositions must reflect the individual work of each student. No one should revise your composition before it is turned in to your professor. Any composition that seems to have been corrected by somebody else, prior to the due date, will receive a zero (0) as a grade. Be also aware that copying material from a source without citing or acknowledging that source is considered plagiarism. 
Conversation Days  (15%): Although every day is a “speaking in Spanish day,” on specified dates we will concentrate on improving speaking ability.  Be ready to spend the WHOLE class period speaking in Spanish. An idea of how this day will work is the following:

100 pts. = Came into the classroom speaking Spanish and enthusiastically participated in the conversation for the entire class period. NO ENGLISH.

80 pts. = Some English but good overall participation.

50 pts. = Too much English being spoken, lack of interest.

30 pts. = Physically present

0 pts. = Absent
Topics to be discussed: celebrations and customs,  health, automobiles & technology, and the home and household chores.  Careers, job opportunities, news and culture of the Hispanic World may also be discussed.  This will be based on the themes and chapters covered including videos and other materials given in class.  We will have readings given prior to class to be developed on these days.

Oral Presentations (10%): You will have TWO (10 minutes) Oral Presentations based on topics given in the sections: Lecturas, Flash Cultura or any other topic of the textbook. You need to prepare in advance your presentation in Spanish and practice before class. Make sure to prepare visual aids to make your presentation more dynamic and interesting. You cannot read the PowerPoint remember we want you to practice your Spanish so make sure you know your information and practice.  Make sure you bring all the information you can to present to the class in Spanish.
