CATALOG DECSRIPTION: The goal of the intermediate Spanish language program is to enable students to attain a suitable level of communicative proficiency in speaking, listening, writing and reading skills.

COURSE OBJECTIVES/ PROFICIENCY GOALS for students at the Intermediate level according to ACTFL standards: 
Speaking proficiency: 

· To converse with ease and confidence when dealing with most routine tasks and social situations of the Intermediate level. 

· To handle successfully many uncomplicated tasks and social situations requiring an exchange of basic information

Writing proficiency: 

· To write compositions and simple summaries related to work and/or school experiences. 

· To narrate and describe in different time frames and paragraph length when writing about everyday events and situations. 

Listening proficiency: 

· To understand, with ease and confidence, simple sentence-length speech in basic personal and social contexts.

· To derive substantial meaning from some connected, complex texts. 

Reading proficiency: 

· To understand fully and with ease short, non-complex texts that convey basic information and deal with personal and social topics to which the reader brings personal interest or knowledge. 

· To understand some connected, complex texts featuring description and narration. 
CLASSROOM RULES. In order to create a pleasant and professional atmosphere, students must regard all of the following directions: 

· Treat each other with courtesy and respect.

· Arrive to class on time. 

· Do not eat in the classroom. 

· Remove hats or caps while in class.

· Make sure your cell phones are turned off during class.  

· Avoid non-class-related activities (e.g., reading the newspaper) or distracting activities (e.g., pencil or foot tapping).  

· Laptops, ipods and other personal electronics should NOT be used during class. 
· Classes will be conducted entirely in the target language, Spanish. Although sometimes it may be frustrating, the more students are exposed to the target language, the more they will understand it. Remember that it is assumed that you will not understand or be able to respond to everything that the professor says. You must be patient with yourself and try to capture and communicate as much as possible.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

1. Attendance. Because group work and oral discussion are central activities in the class, attendance is mandatory. In accordance with the University Undergraduate Student Attendance Policy, no more than four (4) absences will be allowed for this course. Absences in excess of these numbers of days will result in an F for the course. Note: students will not be penalized for absences excused by Campbellsville University; however, it is the student’s responsibility to notify the professor in advance of the excused absence. Any arrivals of 20 minutes late or more will be counted as an absence. Every three tardies and/or early departures will count as one unexcused absence. 
It is also the student’s responsibility to ensure that all assignments are submitted on due dates, regardless of date(s) of absences. Makeup work due to an excused absence must be completed and turned in within a week of the original assignment’s due date. 
2. Class Participation and in-class work (11%). All students will be expected to participate in all class activities, talking only in Spanish. It is essential that students prepare for class.  Students should come to class with their homework done, ready to ask questions on any difficulties they found while doing their homework.  

The participation grade is defined according to the following criteria:

2.1. In class attitude and constant participation grade. It is important that you are aware of your own participation in class. These are the parameters that will be taken into account when grading participation:
· The student initiates oral interaction without being called on.

· The student is always prepared to answer questions, demonstrating that he/she prepared before class. 

· He/she is a group leader and encourages peers to participate. He/she contributes to a classroom atmosphere conducive to learning. 

· He/she uses the Spanish language as much as possible during the class

Simply being present, looking attentive and taking notes is NOT considered active participation. Activities unrelated to this class, such as reading the newspaper, doing homework for other classes, sending text messages, playing with cell phones… will reflect extremely on your participation grade. 

2.2. In class debates. There will be three 30-minute debates in class during the semester. The topics for those debates are already specified on this syllabus and they are related to some of the cultural readings assigned in this course. Every student must participate repeatedly in each debate. The following aspects will be graded on each participant at each debate session (16 points per debate): 

Number and quality of interventions (0-12 points):

 1 intervention=4 p, 2 interventions=8 points, 3 interventions=12 points. 

Use of cross-examination and rebuttal (0-4 points)

0 points = The student did not understand or follow on other students´ arguments. 

4 Points= The student listened to what another student was saying and either add something to it or defend himself/herself against an attack.  

2.3. Any other activities that the professor assigns for in class work, such as pronunciation quizzes, etc.  

3. Oral Practice (10%). 

3.1. Oral conversation with your professor (4%): Students will meet with their professor to have a conversation. That conversation will be very similar to the kind of conversations that occur during class time. The student should communicate exclusively in Spanish. Further directions will be given as we get closer to that date. 

3.2. Cultural presentation (6%). Our campus has a very international feeling. We can find ambassadors for many different Hispanic countries right here at CU. Let´s embrace the diversity in our campus and get to know better the international students with whom we share our lives! You will interview a native Spanish speaker on campus, record the conversation, transcribe a part of that conversation, and research one of the topics stemming from that conversation. You will receive more detailed instructions for this project later in the semester. 

4. Homework (24%). Homework assignments need to be ready BEFORE class. There are three kinds of homework assignments:

· Fichas. This is a traditional assignment on paper designed by your professor to prepare you for a new grammar topic. Fichas should be turned in at the beginning of the class period (they will not be accepted otherwise).

· Webhomework. Your textbook AVENTURAS comes with an interactive program that will allow you to further practice the material learnt in class. One of the advantages of this system is that it allows you to see your mistakes and do the same activity up to 3 times in order to get a perfect score. · Make sure the tutor signs/dates your sheet where it corresponds. You will have to turn in this sheet to your professor at the end of every month. 
Late homework will not be accepted unless you have an excused absence. Any late homework due to an excused absence must be completed and turned in within a week of the original assignment’s due date. Otherwise, no credit will be given. 
5. Compositions (10%): There will be 3 compositions during the semester. You will work on the first version for these compositions in class. Your professor will correct your composition carefully and give you clues to fix any grammar/vocabulary/content problems it might have (see attached sheet “Code to correct compositions”). After that, you will have the opportunity to rewrite your composition (OPTIONAL), which will help you gain an active command of Spanish. If you decide to turn in a second version, you will need to correct the errors, TYPE the 2nd version, and give your instructor a copy of the first version, along with the final one. 
If you are satisfied with the result of the 1st version, that grade will count as 100% of your composition grade. If you decide to turn in the optional 2nd version, each version will count as 50% of the grade. 5% per day will be the penalty for late compositions (actual day, weekends included, not class days). 
6. Exams and quizzes (exams 25%, quizzes 10%). During the semester there will be several exams and quizzes. Exams will cover listening and reading comprehension, vocabulary acquisition, grammar use and cultural issues. Makeup quizzes & exams due to an excused absence must be completed within a week of the original assignment’s due date. It is your responsibility to talk to the professor and schedule a time for the makeup. No exam/quiz can be made up after one week from its original set date. 
7. Final Exam (10%). There will be an accumulative final exam at the end of the semester. There will be NO MAKE-UPS for the final exam.

The following grading criteria will be used to determine the final grades for this course: A (90-100), B (80-89), C (70-79), D (60-69), F (0-59).
