CATALOG DECSRIPTION: A course designed to develop the vocabulary and oral communication skills of the student with a background of two year of college or equivalent.  Special emphasis placed on the acquisition of idioms and fundamental conversational vocabulary in Spanish.  Taught in Spanish. Prerequisites: SPA 212 or equivalent proficiency with department chair approval.
COURSE OBJECTIVES/ PROFICIENCY GOALS for students: 
· Participate actively in conversations in most informal and some formal settings on topics of personal and public interest

· Narrate and describe in major verb tenses with solid control of aspect

· Assert opinions on topics of current relevance in modern society

· Deal effectively with unanticipated complications through a variety of communicative and coping devices

· Sustain communication by using, with suitable accuracy and confidence, connected discourse of paragraph length and substance 

COURSE METHOD:
Class time is mainly for directed oral practice; students must prepare thoroughly outside class by reading assigned pages from the book, looking up unfamiliar words, marking passages that present difficulties (in order to ask the instructor for clarification), and becoming familiar with the new vocabulary. By doing this students prepare themselves to use their new vocabulary appropriately during oral work in class. The instructor will assess preparation and participation with oral exams, quizzes, and written exercises.

Classes will be conducted entirely in the target language, Spanish, and although sometimes it may be frustrating, the more you are exposed to the target language, the more you will understand it. Remember that it is assumed that you will not understand or be able to respond to everything that the instructor says. You must be patient with yourself and try to capture as much as possible and communicate as much as possible.

CLASSROOM RULES. In order to create a pleasant and professional atmosphere, students must regard all of the following directions: 

· Treat each other with courtesy and respect.

· Arrive to class on time. 

· Do not eat in the classroom. 

· Remove hats or caps while in class.

· Make sure your cell phones are turned off during class.  

· Avoid non-class-related activities (e.g., reading the newspaper) or distracting activities (e.g., pencil or foot tapping).  

· Laptops, ipods and other personal electronics should NOT be used during class. 
· Classes will be conducted entirely in the target language, Spanish. Although sometimes it may be frustrating, the more students are exposed to the target language, the more they will understand it. Remember that it is assumed that you will not understand or be able to respond to everything that the professor says. You must be patient with yourself and try to capture and communicate as much as possible.


GRADE BREAKDOWN:
The course grade will be determined as follows:

13% In-Class Work and participation 

24% Homework (WebHomework, Diario, Weekly practice with tutors)
22% Oral Presentations (Bienvenidas 5%, How-to presentation 7%, Class leading presentation 10%)

25% Oral exams 
COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

1. Attendance. Because group work and oral discussion are central activities in the class, attendance is mandatory. In accordance with the University Undergraduate Student Attendance Policy, no more than four (4) absences will be allowed for this course. Absences in excess of these numbers of days will result in an F for the course. Note: students will not be penalized for absences excused by Campbellsville University; however, it is the student’s responsibility to notify the professor in advance of the excused absence. Any arrivals of 20 minutes late or more will be counted as an absence. Every three tardies and/or early departures will count as one unexcused absence. 
It is also the student’s responsibility to ensure that all assignments are submitted on due dates, regardless of date(s) of absences. Makeup work due to an excused absence must be completed and turned in within a week of the original assignment’s due date. 
2. In-class work and participation (13%). All students will be expected to participate in all class activities, talking only in Spanish. It is essential that students prepare for class.  Students should come to class with their homework done, ready to ask questions on any difficulties they found while doing their homework.  

The participation grade is defined according to the following criteria:

2.1. In class attitude and constant participation grade. It is important that you are aware of your own participation in class. These are the parameters that will be taken into account when grading participation:
· The student initiates oral interaction without being called on.

· The student is always prepared to answer questions, demonstrating that he/she prepared before class. 

· He/she is a group leader and encourages peers to participate. He/she contributes to a classroom atmosphere conducive to learning. 

· He/she uses the Spanish language as much as possible during the class

Simply being present, looking attentive and taking notes is NOT considered active participation. Activities unrelated to this class, such as reading the newspaper, doing homework for other classes, sending text messages, playing with cell phones… will reflect extremely on your participation grade. 

2.2. In class debates. There will be several debates in class during the semester. The topics for those debates are already specified on this syllabus and they are related to some of the cultural readings assigned in this course. Every student must participate repeatedly in each debate. The following aspects will be graded on each participant at each debate session (16 points per debate): 

Number of interventions (0-6 points):

 1 intervention=2 p

2 interventions=4 points
3 interventions=6 points. 

Quality of interventions (0-6 points): Student researched and brought up… 


1 interesting/new issue=2 p
2 interesting/new issues=4 p
3 interesting/new issues=6 p

Use of cross-examination and rebuttal (0-4 points)

0 points = The student did not understand or follow on other students´ arguments. 

4 Points= The student listened to what another student was saying and either add something to it or defend himself/herself against an attack.  

2.3. Any other activities that the professor assigns for in class work, such as pronunciation quizzes, role play activities etc.  

3. Homework (24%). Homework assignments need to be ready BEFORE class. There are three kinds of homework assignments:

· Webhomework. Your textbook Revista comes with an interactive program that will allow you to further practice the material learnt in class. One of the advantages of this system is that it allows you to see your mistakes and do the same activity up to 3 times in order to get a perfect score. · Diario. Diario. This is a daily oral submission. At this point in your language learning process, you need to get used to thinking in Spanish. To accomplish that, you will have to submit 6 oral entries a week. These should not be long, about 3 minutes. And the contents of it are up to you: You can narrate what you did that day, or you can reflect on something that worries you, or just summarize a piece of news, book or movie. You are not to write/read, but rather, do your best to come up with a 3 minute oral narrative about yourself, every day. 
· Individual practice with tutors. You will be http://facetas3e.vhlcentral.com/instructions.php?cid=221057&sid=260234required to meet with a Spanish tutor in the writing center EVERY WEEK. At the end of this syllabus you will find the assignments for each week. 

· In order to contact the tutors, you will need to fill out an online application at http://www.campbellsville.edu/request-a-tutor
· Make sure the tutor signs/dates your sheet where it corresponds. You will have to turn in this sheet to your professor at the end of every month. 
Late homework will not be accepted unless you have an excused absence. Any late homework due to an excused absence must be completed and turned in within a week of the original assignment’s due date. Otherwise, no credit will be given. 
4. Oral Presentations (22%). 

4.1. Bienvenida (5%). Each student will sign up to give the Bienvenida at the beginning of class twice throughout the semester. The Bienvenida will take 3-4 minutes and must include the following: 1) a brief welcome to classmates, 2) the date and weather, 3) a current event in the city, state, or world, 4) some answers to get-to-know-you questions posed by classmates. Absolutely NO notecards will be allowed.

4.2. How-to presentation- BEFORE SPRING BREAK (7%). Each student will be required to teach the rest of the class how to do something, whether it be how to dance, how to prepare Valentine cards, how to improve their sleep, how to make a wallet out of duck tape, etc. This topic needs to be an interesting and engaging one cleared by the instructor before the day of the presentation. Each person will have approximately 15 minutes (20 minutes max.) including a couple minutes for questions from classmates at the end. Visual aids and/or transparencies may be and should be used as long as there is no text on them to read from. 

4.3. Class leading presentation- AFTER SPRING BREAK (10%). Each student will lead the class during a whole class period. The student will be in charge of preparing all activities for the class, covering new vocabulary and reading/video content. The student will need to meet with the professor 2 days prior to his assigned presentation day, and go over his plans for the class.  
5. Quizzes (16%). Quizzes will be given after every chapter covered in the book. These quizzes may include the following elements: new vocabulary, listening comprehension, a grammar section, and content from the readings and videos. 
6. Exams (25%). There will be a midterm and a final exam. On the days indicated in the syllabus, students will meet with the professor by appointment to speak individually in Spanish about topics covered in class for 7-10 minutes. More details about this exam will be given in class. There will be NO MAKE-UPS for oral exams.


The following grading criteria will be used to determine the final grades for this course: A (90-100), B (80-89), C (70-79), D (60-69), F (0-59).
