A good Spanish-English dictionary is also recommended.

DESCRIPTION and PURPOSE: An introduction to the basic texts of modern Latin American Literature. Selected readings will provide the basis for stylistic and textual analysis, as well as for understanding the structure of literary works. Critical thinking and analysis of texts will be the primary focus of this class.

The course will be taught in Spanish and all written assignments will be done in Spanish as well.

COURSE OBJECTIVES
(1) Develop a familiarity with the main authors/ trends/texts in the Spanish national canon; 

(2) Establish links between the historical/cultural context and the literary works of each specific time period;

(3) Use appropriate and precise terminology of literary criticism when deciphering the embedded meanings in a given literary text; 

(4) Develop reasoning and analytical skills, in addition to improving proficiency in all four language skills. 

CLASSROOM RULES. In order to create a pleasant and professional atmosphere, students must regard all of the following directions: 

· Treat each other with courtesy and respect.

· Arrive to class on time. 

· No eating in the classroom. 

· Hats or caps should be removed while in class.

· Laptops are allowed to be used in class to take notes, however using the Internet is NOT allowed. Any student surfing the net will be penalized by two points from the final grade.

· Make sure your cell phones are turned off during class.  

· Avoid non-class-related activities (e.g., reading the newspaper) or distracting activities (e.g., pencil or foot tapping). 

· Classes will be conducted entirely in Spanish.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

1. Attendance. Because group work and oral discussion are central activities in the class, attendance is mandatory. In accordance with the University Undergraduate Student Attendance Policy, no more than four (4) absences will be allowed for this course. Absences in excess of these numbers of days will result in an F for the course. Note: students will not be penalized for absences excused by Campbellsville University; however, it is the student’s responsibility to notify the professor in advance of the excused absence. It is also the student’s responsibility to insure that all assignments are submitted on due dates, regardless of date(s) of absences. Work can only be made up when the student´s absence is excused. Makeup work due to an excused absence must be completed and turned in within a week of the original assignment’s due date. 

2. Class Participation and In-class work (10%). The dynamic of the class depends highly on each student’s participation.  It is essential that students come prepared to class and read the assigned text/texts and be prepared on all topics to discuss them in class.  Students should come to class with their notes about the reading so they can participate in the discussion.  

The participation grade is defined according to the following criteria: 

· The student initiates oral interaction without being called on

· The student is always prepared to answer questions, demonstrating that he/she prepared before class. 

· He/she offers good comments voluntarily, thus demonstrating good critical thinking skills.

· He/she is a group leader and encourages peers to participate. He/she contributes to a classroom atmosphere conducive to learning. 

· He/she uses the Spanish language as much as possible during the class

Simply being present, looking attentive and taking notes is NOT considered active participation. Activities unrelated to this class, such as reading the newspaper, doing homework for other classes, sending text messages, playing with cell phones… will reflect extremely on your participation grade. 

3. Homework (15%). All homework assignments must be submitted through Tigernet before class starts AND the student must also have a physical copy to discuss the assignment during class. Not all homework assignments hold the same point value, since their level of difficulty varies from one to another. The general evaluation method for homework will be: [image: image1.png]

-(average work), - (poor work). Late homework will not be accepted unless you have an excused absence. Any late homework due to an excused absence must be completed and turned in within a week of the original assignment’s due date. Otherwise, no credit will be given. 

4. Essays (20%). You will have to turn in 3 essays this semester. Your essay will explore the relationship between one of the works analyzed in class and the time period to which it belongs. Essays will reflect some of the issues discussed in class, but you will also need to include new thoughts, quotes from the text, and references to specific characters in the text… The essays will also need to include two academic outside sources. Essays should follow MLA style, and have a minimum of 800 words. 

4. Oral assignments (15%). There will be three oral assignments during the semester: 

· Visual literature. You will create a visually artistic expression of how you understand or perceive one of the issues from the texts we are reading in class. This is a personal creation and you will have to explain it (in Spanish) to the class. Your explanation should be about 3 minutes long. Your professor will show you an example. The following aspects will be graded for each participant: 

1. Visual project (0-3 points)

0 points= Did not bring any personal creation to the class. 

3 points= The project was a personal creation of the student. 
2. Explanation of the project (0-3 points): 

0 points= Did not demonstrate any thought; student was unable to articulate in a clear way the relationship between the project and the reading.  

3 points= Well thought out ideas; clear relation with an issue from the reading.  

· Reading Comprehension (RC). Each person will be in charge on the comprehension of one of the class readings. The student will have 15 minutes at the beginning of the class, when she needs to ensure her classmates understood the literal meaning of the reading. The student can organize those 15 minutes however he prefers, but by the end, everyone in class must be clear on what happened in the reading. The student will not go on to deeper or metaphorical meanings, just the literal ones. 

· Poetry Presentations IN PAIRS (PP). Each pair will lead the analysis of 1-2 poems. The analysis should not last more than 30-minutes, and rather than a lecture, it should engage your classmates, make them think so that we can reach conclusions as a group. 
Both the RC and the PP will be graded as follows:

6. Exams and quizzes (30%). During the semester you will have three exams, one on each of the major genres (poetry, narrative, drama). They will quiz you on basic concepts of the genre, the main authors treated in class and literary analysis of texts. There will also be several short quizzes to demonstrate your familiarity with the new literary terms.  
7. Final Exam (10%). There will be a comprehensive final exam for this class at the end of the semester. There will be NO MAKE-UPS for the final exam.
