and designs for use in a sketchbook.

A.
There will be lectures over terms, vocabulary, color theory, color mixing, use 


of tools.



B.
There will be brief demonstrations of various painting techniques. 



C.
Students will learn by doing by painting and preparing grounds to use for 


painting. 





D.
There will be frequent handouts of ideas related to course content.



E.
Student will keep a sketchbook / notebook of relevant ideas to refer to and 


use for some projects.

 

F.
A mid-term critique will be held during  mid-term week; a final critique will 


be held during scheduled finals time during finals week.



G.
There will be six major projects required as well as the sketchbook.

B. 
Evaluation is based upon interest and attitude toward learning which is evidenced by the student's attendance, quantity of work, quality of work, growth and improvement, completion of assignments on time and active participation in class activities as well as the following:





projects = 90 points or 15 points per project ( 6 for the semester)





sketchbook / notebook = 5 points





attendance & participation : no absences, no tardies = 5 points;




      two tardies = 4 points; one absence = 3 points; two absences = 2 



points; 3 absences = one point





Attendance at critiques is mandatory; a mid-term critique and final critique 

will be conducted.



C.
Class attendance and prompt attendance in class is critical to total 



development of all students' understanding the discussion, projects, etc. 


More than 6 absences, excusable or unexcusable except in extraordinary 


circumstances, will cause final grade to be lowered 5 points. Student is 


expected to do assigned work in and out of class carefully. Projects a day to 


a week late will be graded one grade letter lower. Projects more than a 


week late will be given a 0 grade. Three tardies will count as an absence. 


Student 5 or more minutes late are tardy; students leaving class early 


are tardy. 



D.
Students are expected to maintain a high standard of work at all times. They 


are to understand that learning is not necessarily entertaining, self- discipline 


and concentration in the work is essential. Students should ask questions and 

ask for assistance whenever that is needed. Students should be aware that the 

instructor's major concern is your intellectual development and artistic growth.
